Each year our Religious Education Committee meets to develop 

priority goals that will inform our curricular programming choices. 

These are our goals for LOMDIM in 5772

PRIORITY GOAL #1

Our learners will seek to build strong and lasting connections with their peers, their Temple community and the Jewish community at large.

Learners will develop the knowledge, values/beliefs and skills and habits to express their sense of belonging to and responsibility for Am Yisrael. 

Active engagement with Jewish community serves to define and strengthen Jewish identity and communal obligation.  Learners who achieve this priority goal strive to participate in communal activity, guided by their understanding of the concept of kol yisrael arevim zeh ba’zeh: that all Jews are responsible for one another.

PRIORITY GOAL #2

Learners will be on a journey using Jewish ritual to enrich their lives.

Learners will develop the knowledge, the sense of belonging, the values/beliefs and skills and habits to choose to competently engage in meaningful Jewish ritual observance throughout their lives. Competence is understood in relationship to prayer services, the Jewish calendar, and lifecycle events.

The rich tradition of Jewish ritual and prayer informs the way people understand the world, their relationship to each other and to God, and the significance of their actions. Learners who achieve this priority goal derive meaning from Jewish prayer and ritual will choose the ways in which they will infuse this tradition into their lives.
